Opening Prayer: Vaughn Rasband
Approval for Meeting Minutes for November 05, 2020 – Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so she will accept a motion.  Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve the minutes for October 1st, 2020. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for October, 2020 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for October 1, 2020. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to approve the financials for October 1, 2020. Scott Solum seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for October 1, 2020.
Public Comment: Michael Bauer still has concerns about the speed on 3000 south. He feels lowering the speed limit to 30 may help. He stated the speed sign only slowed cars until they passed the speed sign. He stated worst time was in the morning and afternoon to early evening. Mayor Kozlowski stated she would get with the sheriffs’ office and try and have an officer patrol during those times.
Town Clerk Resume – Mayor Kozlowski states that there are two resumes for the position for the town clerk.  The board reviewed their resumes and asked questions to the two applicants. Both Jamie Quilter and Karen Mair were both excused and would be notified of the results at a later date. 
Fire Works – A proposal was brought to the town council to review the cost of fireworks for the Pioneer Day Celebration.   The cost was similar to the last year. Wayne Winterton will be in charge as in previous years.  James Brown made the motion to approve the estimate. Scott Solum seconded the motion. The voting was unanimous.
Discussion on Possible Sewer Allocation- Mayor Kozlowski and Wes Johnson went over the study being done with the proposal of bringing sewer to the commercial properties. They discussed possible impact fees, usage fees, and monthly usage fees. There will be a meeting with Heber City on December 1, 2020 at 4:00pm. The mayor asked for the entire council to attend and instructed the town clerk to put a notice in the paper. You may also refer to the Sewer Capacity and Fee Analysis for Charleston Connections.
Corridor Preservation Agreement with UDOT-   The Cooperative agreement with UDOT was submitted and approved by Mayor Kozlowski. This cooperative agreement is entered between the UTAH DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, hereinafter referred to as UDOT, and CHARLESTON TOWN, WASATCH COUNTY, MIDWAY CITY, hereinafter referred to as LOCAL JURISDICTIONS. The LOCAL JURISDICTIONS are municipal corporations in the State of Utah. Whereas, UDOT, and LOCAL JURSIDICTIONS desire to preserve a corridor and establish a traffic signal and access control plan along SR 113 form US 189 to SR22, to be in accordance with the LOCAL JURISDICTIONS current master plans and to be in accordance with UDOTs current Access Management standards and practices. WHEREAS, this agreement is now to define current and future traffic signal locations along the SR 113 corridor as defined above, and to set out the terms and conditions whereby future traffic signals may be installed: and WHEREAS, this Agreement is now written to define current access management categories and including traffic signal, street, and access spacing criteria. The council accepted the proposal and voted unanimously for the mayor to sign for the agreement. Vaughn Rasband made a motion to set up a cooperative agreement with UDOT as well as giving Mayor Kozlowski authorization to sign agreement. Mayor Kozlowski asked if there was any more discussion. No one had any further discussion. James Brown seconded the motion. Voting was unanimous.
Amended Assessment Ordinance #2020-01 Amending the Levied Assessment against Certain Properties in Charleston Town, Utah Special Assessment Area NO.2019-01 (Winterton Farms Subdivision), For The Purpose of Reducing the Assessment; And Related Matters.
