Scott Enos introduces the newly appointed alternate Planning Commission member Jake Hinman, and Arlene Buehler – Clerk/Recorder administers the oath of office.
Approval of Meeting Minutes for June 25th, 2020 – Scott Enos asks the Commission if they have read through the minutes from the prior months meeting and if there were no questions he would accept a motion to approve the minutes. Scott Keller makes a motion to approve the minutes for June 25th, 2020. Jake Hinman seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.
Public Comment – No public comments.
Weathervane Lot 2 Subdivision Plat Amendment – Brian Preece explains that even though this application may appear to be complicated because it has several items that will need to be addressed that in actuality it is a pretty simple application. He states that with this application they are proposing to it into a condominium plat which only changes the method that ownership can take place. As it is now, it is all owned by one owner leased out to businesses. They would like to have the ability to sell each unit to individual businesses if the business chooses to. This application has two different parts that will need to be addressed and so this will require two motions to be made if the commission chooses to recommend to the Town Council to approve this application. First being to vacate Lot 2 of the Weathervane Station amended plat, and secondly to approve the Argento Business Park Office Condominiums project. In going through this application there were two corrections that needs to be made in the CC&R’s, Charleston requires all CC&R’s to have this verbiage which allows the town to enforce the maintenance provisions. There is also a requirement by the fire department that need to be added as well. When those to corrections are made then as he stated in his staff report Brian Preece recommends approval of this application.  Brady Jones the applicant states that the reason for wanting to do this was because when they put it out to market, they had requests or the desire to be able to purchase a unit. Brady has currently a buyer that wants to purchase possibly two units and with the CCR’s he is confident that they will maintain the facility to the standard desired. Scott Enos is concerned about the parking and feels like it will become an issue. Brian Preece states that when this project was approved and according to our ordinances there was ample parking and this issue will get address at the business license level. Scott Keller state his biggest concern was the common area’s being maintained. Again Mr. Preece states the CC&R’s will address that and require them to keep it maintained. After discussion of the pros and cons for this application, Scott Enos asks the Commission if they feel comfortable with moving forward with the motions needed for the application. Scott Keller makes a motion to recommend to the town council to vacate the Weathervane Station Lot 2 plat. Jake Hinman seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:
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Motion passes with unanimous vote.

Scott Keller makes a motion to recommend to the town council to approve the application of the condominium Plat for the Argento Business Park Office with the conditions that the CC&R’s be updated per the recommendations in the staff report. Jake Hinman seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:
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Motion passes with unanimous vote.

Scott Enos congratulates the applicant and thanks everyone for the attendance. He then moves for adjournment.
