Approval for Meeting Minutes for January 7th, 2021 – Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the January 7, 2021 meeting minutes and if there were not any questions she will accept a motion.  Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve the minutes for January 7th, 2021. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for January 2021 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for January 1st 2021. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion Jim Brown makes a motion to approve the financials for January 2021. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for January 1st 2021.
Public Comment:  Shawn Kelly, the HR director from the Wasatch County School District introduced himself. He stated that he had been appointed the liaison from the School District to attend the Town Council meetings. The School District is wanting to be more involved with the community, by doing so they are hoping to stay informed with any concerns the towns may have and to keep the town informed of any school activities or changes to their policies or curriculum. Mr. Kelly informed the Town Council they could contact him directly with any questions or concerns. 
Mike Petersen Public Hearing for Annexation – The Proposed annexation of property 2170 W 2900 S has been placed on hold until further development of the sewer is decided. The Town Engineer also stated that not only sewer needs to be in place but that the town also needs to work on the water issue as well.  Mr. Petersen agrees with the Town Councils decision to table the annexation until sewer and water issues are settled. Mayor Kozlowski would also like to have an ordinance in place on future businesses that would be allowed in the business park. Brian Preece was asked to take these concerns to the next Planning Commission meeting to work on the boundaries of what will be allowed for the future of the the business park. 
Dashiel Kulander Hemp Manufacturing – The Boojum Group, Dashiel Kulander Introduced himself along with Britni King, his business partner and Olivia Kulander, the Chief Science Officer. The Boojum group brought their business layout to the Town Council to inform the Council and the town of the manufacturing company they are wanting to relocate into the business park. They felt it would be beneficial to do this so the opportunity to ask any questions could be addressed as well as answer any town concerns. Once all questions were addressed the Boojum Group had samples of some of the products they offer. At a future time the hope to also have a retail store that they could sell their products in the store not just online. The Boojum Group has all the State Licenses required and they also meet the all requirements for the business park. The Town Council is excited to welcome to the Town of Charleston. 
Fee Schedule – The Town Council reviewed the fee schedule and decided to update to a more current fee schedule. The Council realized the fees were not covering the operating costs in some areas. After some discussion, the following resolution was agreed upon. A roll call vote was cast. Results are as follows:

Resolution #2021-03 is adopted.

A request was also made to look at the rental agreement to define wording and procedures for the rental agreements for the Town Hall and the Town Park. The rules and procedures need to be defined more specific.
Cemetery- Some concerns have been brought to The Town Council on the sale of the cemetery plots. The town has concerns that it is running low on availability for the town residents. It was also decided that it would no longer allow the sale of burial plots to anyone other than Charleston residents without a pedigree showing family ties to the town. The Town Council asked Travus to see how many lots are still available in the cemetery. In the fee revision, The Town Council decided to raise the rate for residents as well as non-residents. The rates for the purchase of burial plots and grave services would also be raised.  The Town would also buy back any unneeded plots at the original purchase price. Vaughn made the motion to accept cemetery changes. Jim Brown seconds the motion. A roll call vote was cast. Results are as follows:
