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Planning Commission – Town Council Work Meeting
Regular Meeting Minutes

Call to Order: 7:00 p.m.
Brian Preece suggest that the Planning Commission elect a chair for the Planning Commission Meeting since the elected chair and vice chair were unable to attend. 

Scott Keller motions that Michele Mounteer be chair for this meeting.

Vickie Keller seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The motion carries.

Pledge: Scott Keller
Oath of Office- Karen Mair, The Town Clerk, gives the Oath of Office to Scott Keller as the Planning Commission Member.

A second Oath of Office was given to Vickie Keller as an Alternate on The Planning Commission.

Approval of Meeting Minutes for January 28, 2021 – Michele Mounteer asks the Commission if they have read through the minutes from July 2020 meeting and if there were no questions she would accept a motion to approve the minutes. Scott Keller makes a motion to approve the minutes for January 28, 2021. Michele Mounteer seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.

Public Comment – No public comments.
Public Hearing regarding a proposed ordinance change for C-1 Commercial Zone of the Charleston Town Land Use Ordinance:  Brian Preece explains that Kam Brown has asked the Planning Commission to reconsider the C-1 Zoning Plan to allow storage units. The Town prohibits storage units fearing that would be the only business that would be built in the Commercial Zone. This would be for a zone change only. This is not approval for any buildings at this point. Kam would have to submit plans for any future buildings as the town requires. The Planning Commission has the opportunity to either pass on one of the amendments presented, change it in any way, or table it for any good reason. The petition still has to go to the Town Council at some point for a vote. 
The Town prohibited additional storage facilities in the C-1 Zone in an effort to keep them from

filling the available commercial space and keeping it for other needed uses. It would not be

possible, without creating a new zone just for a property, to allow a use just for that property.

However, other municipalities have used a method of allowing only a total acreage within a zone to be used for a certain use. If a proposal comes in for additional property to be used for that use, a text amendment could be done to add that acreage to the maximum allowed use. This is only done if the use makes sense for the property being looked at and is not done otherwise. This prevents a use from being able to be done on any property within that zone.

According to the Wasatch County GIS map, the following exists:

Deer Creek Storage: 3.24 acres

Copper Top Storage 2.34 acres

The proposed Brown property would add another: 5.69 acres thus,
Total acres 11.27 acres, the proposed total in the ordinance is 11.5 acres rounded to nearest ½

acre.

Within the proposed ordinance is an unrelated clean-up measure. There is a reference in the C-1

Zone Section 02.0904.02 D that refers to Premises Occupations, which are no longer allowed in

the Land Use Ordinance.
The changes to the Land Use Ordinance would be as followed:
Self-Storage facilities under the following conditions:

a. Maximum of 11.5 total acres of Self Storage Facilities allowed in C-1

Zone;

b. Prosed self-storage facility is at least 2 acres but no more than 6 acres;

c. No storage is allowed outside of enclosed buildings;

d. Perimeter landscape requirements and site obscuring fencing a for self-

storage facilities shall be determined with the conditional use permit

application with the Planning Commission and recommended to the

Town Council for final approval;

e. Time of operation restrictions may be imposed as part of the

conditional use approval; and

f. Other reasonable conditions as deemed necessary.
Michele Mounteer opens meeting to any public comment.

Shawn Taylor asks if this adds 12 acres to the existing ordinance. Brian Preece states there wasn’t any acreage at this point so what he did was take the existing acreage form the two storage facilities that already exist and added Kam Browns acreage and came up with an average of 11.5 acres total. Brian states that anyone can petition for additional acreage but this change will help keep the business park under control from being nothing but storage facilities.

Michele asks if anyone else from the public would like to speak. No one had any further comments Michele closes public comment.   
Michele Mounteer has concerns with the amount of outside storage to be at these facilities. She states that they are unappealing with some of the vehicles that are around some of the existing facilities. Michele has concerns that it is too much acreage to add. Kam Brown states that their piece of land if shortened would make it difficult to put something else there on the other half of that ground. He would rather put something more appealing to the eye and that would generate a bigger tax base for the town. He could put something else that is allowed by the ordinance but would rather do something that is better for the town. Kam states as for as the conditional uses that have been added that they had already incorporated them in their plans before they were even put in the ordinance. He wants it to look as nice as possible. They don’t have any plans for outside storage and everything will be in a covered area. Alan Brown states they own the property next to it and they want it to look as nice as possible for them and any neighbors that would share the view.
Michele Mounteer makes a motion that the Planning Commission recommends to the Town Council that Ordinance 2021-01 be adopted as submitted.
