Meeting called to order: 7:05 p.m.

Opening Prayer: Vaughn Rasband
Approval for Meeting Minutes for November 4, 2021– Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so, she will accept a motion.  Jim Brown makes a motion to approve the minutes for December 3rd, 2020. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for November 4, 2021 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for November, 2021. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve the financials for November, 2021. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for December 1, 2020.
Public Comment:  None
Annexation- Mike Petersen- The Mayor indicates that this is discussion only and turns the time over to Mike. 

Mike hands out 5 different ideas of how the commercial property could be developed after the analysis that was conducted by the Lewis Young Company. These are just ideas on how the area could be developed. He states that he is not promoting anything. He is just wanting to share some ideas he has that could potentially go into the commercial area that could be a benefit to the town.
The first one is divided into 4 commercial lots. The second one shows the 10 acres, based on the study, 24 homes and some commercial buildings with some mixed use. The first two just show the 10 acres. The next 3 show the 10 acres plus the other 80 acres. It shows residential and some multifamily along with commercial and some mid-size box buildings. This is the closest for the study that was conducted. Page 3 and 4 show what could happen if Heber City annexes it in. It show town houses and they are packed in the area. These are to just show you what could happen if another city were to annex. Page 5 shows the most extreme that it could be. He is not recommending that, he just wants the town to be aware of what could happen. 
Darrel asks if there is anything new with the corner piece that is on his property. Mike indicates that they are in design for their gas station and are scheduled to close in January. They have been waiting on the sewer to come in because without sewer they can only put in 6 pumps on a septic system. That is all the county will allow. The Mayor states that the contract has been signed and sent back to Heber. Heber is now doing the price analysis. She also states that she has spoken to the owners and so has Brian. They are getting anxious. 

Brian states that the study was set up to be presented to the Planning Commission on November 30, 2021, but has been rescheduled until December 16, 2021. After that we will bring it back to the Town Council and have a public hearing and you can decide at that time if you want to accept it or modify any of it or not accept it at all.

The Mayor and the Council members will be sworn in at the first Town Council Meeting which will be on January 6, 2022. 
Christmas Bonus:
The Mayor states this is usually done in November. This year there has been a lot going on and we didn’t get this taken care of. She states that this is something that is in the budget as well as the cost of living and any raises that they feel necessary. She asks the board for their feelings on the amount. She states that full time have received $400.00 and the part-time receive $200.00. Full time employees are Karen, Brian and Justin. Part time are Dave, Marc, Kyle and Jamie. 

The board does some discussion and Vaughn Rasband recommends $500.00 to the full time employees and $300.00 to the part-time employees. 

Darrel makes a motion to accept the Christmas Bonuses. Scott Solum seconds the motion. All in favor. Motion carries. 
Town Christmas Party:

Scott indicates that we are about ready. Darrel states that it is just down to setting up and picking up the food the day of. The Mayor states that we will be setting up Monday morning and 9:00 am for the party and asks if the council will be here. She also states that if anyone else would like to help, it would be greatly appreciated. The Mayor thanks Justin for decorating the Christmas tree this year. He did a wonderful job. She feels this will be a great time and reminds everyone that it will be Monday night December 6, 2021 at 6:00 pm. Karen asks the council to state what the food was going to be served. She had received some calls asking what the proteins would be. Darrel states that they will be serving Beef and Ham along with baked potatoes, salad, rolls and cake and ice cream for dessert. 
The Mayor indicates that the furnace was not working in the gym. We had Randy’s service come and look at it. He replaced a fuse and it still wasn’t working. He is not sure if it is the thermos stat or something else. We need a commercial furnace company to look at it. Justin tapped on it and it started working. It is set and cannot be turned off because it may not work again until we can get Hones here. They are out about 4 weeks. Please if you are in the building, Do Not touch the thermostat.

Karen Mair – Nothing. Darrel Nish –States to Dave that he would drop off the Santa Suit this weekend. Dave states that Samuels wife has made him a suit that he would like to wear. Vaughn Rasband – Nothing Scott Solum –Asks if we have had anything form Staker Parsons. The Mayors states that they did bring in the decibel readings. They have decided to not run 2 shifts due to lack of water in their well and the lack of employees. They will revisit running 2 shifts in April. They will continue to report the decibel readings. Scott thinks the lighting will be a bigger issue. The Mayor states that they fixed the lighting problem.  Jim Brown-Absent. Mayor Kozlowski – I would really like to give my sincere thanks to Vaughn for his service this last 4 years. Without him I don’t know what I would have done. He has been right there anytime I have needed him.  I want to thank all of the board. Everyone has done their part anytime I have asked for help. Vaughn has been an asset to this town and will be greatly missed. We have another good member taking his place. I feel Marc will do a great job. We are also glad to have Scott do another 4 years. I would like to thank all that voted for us. Our goal is to help the town and keep it the town we have all grown to love and cherish. We are trying to do things that will help the town because we don’t want to raise the taxes. It all depends on what people think is right or wrong. I know we can’t please everyone all the time. I was told 4 years ago that if I didn’t leave a council meeting with someone mad I wasn’t being a good Mayor. I feel that is true. I want my staff to know how much I appreciate all that they do for the town and how much they do for me. I have enjoyed working with every one of them. I know every one of them are doing the best they can to do what they feel is right. I have to do new assignments starting in January. If there is something you want to do or do not want to do, let me know and I will take that into consideration when I make the assignments. I would also like to thank my board for doing the sub for Santa program again this year.  I have been a part of this organization for 30 years now and we have been able to help a lot of families.
