Opening Prayer: Darrel Nish
Approval for Meeting Minutes for April 7, 2022– Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so, she will accept a motion.  Jim Brown makes a motion to approve the minutes for April 7, 2022. Marc Mair seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for April 2022 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for April 2022. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Marc Mair makes a motion to approve the financials for April 2022. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for April 2022.
Public Comment: Eric Hales and Jason Provost with the Wasatch County Fire Department is reaching out to all the towns in the community to bring the awareness of the extreme fire season that we may potentially face this year.  With the low moisture that we have received over the last several years, the fuel moisture is already at very low levels. They are where they would normally be at the end of the summer months. Instead, we are starting out with those levels which in turn is looking like another possible fire season. 
It was stated that if you are wanting to do any burning at your residence, you need to call and let the county know and it has to be done in a in proved fire pit that has a screen for embers and complete clearing around the pit. As the forest division informs us of any restrictions, the county will keep the cities and towns up to date as to those decisions. 

Health Department Annual Report: Dr. Burton excuses Jonelle Fitzgerald for this report. He indicates that she was unable to be here so he is going to give the report. He presents a brochure that gives a list of the programs and services that the Health Dept. provides. 
We participated with the covid-19 mass vaccinations and are currently at 2 positive cases a day which is similar to 2 flu cases. This is great news. We are also highlighting the F.O.G. program which is fats, oils, and grease that are finding their way into the drainage systems. We have been working with Heber City to find ways on how that can be tested. 

The WIC mobile unit was introduced last year and it has been working very well for those that cannot make it into the clinic. It has been used to offer and provide vaccinations. We are also working several clinics and schools to help provide well checks along with vision dental and hearing screenings for those children that do not have health insurance. We have also developed a health equity team to help address disparities especially with the geriatric generation that are not able to access the services the health department offers. 
Tentative Budget for 2023: The Mayor states that this was a little more difficult this year. I realized that I have not been accounting for vacation and sick leave for the full time employees. This is something that needs to be accounted for. I also found that Brian’s pay should be placed in the stipend and not employee category. I just wanted to clarify why those areas on the budget had to be increased. This is something that needs to be approved so that we can have this ready for the public hearing at the next meeting. Anyone that would like a copy is welcome to come in and receive a copy. 
Darrel asks to have a work meeting to go over the budget. The rest of the council agrees. They decide to meet on Wednesday May 11, 2022 at 7:00 pm. to go over the questions and concerns that they have. 

24th of July Celebration Update: The question is asked to the Fire Department if the Town would still be able to do the fireworks this year. They state that it will depend on if there is a county wide firework ban. The council indicates that they are set of over the lake so hopefully that will still be a safe place to light them off. 
Scott states that they had a meeting last week and tried to divide the areas into groups. He indicates that there will be another meeting on May 16, 2022 at 6:00 pm. at the park to go over more of the details. He asks as to what level the town would like to take this celebration. It would need to bring in enough revenue to bring in some high end bands and make it a big celebration. This year will be similar to last year. We need to decide what the town wants to do and what they would like to see happen in the future. They feel that there are certain things that the town should take control of in order to help with the revenue. 
The Mayor indicates that Melinda brought down the money that was left in the account from last year’s receipts. She indicates that she has asked for a list of venders and sales receipts. She feels that it should be something that should be done through the town in order to keep a more accurate account of all the monies. We have not had a July 24 report for several years. I feel it would be a way to be more accurate to keep it for us as well as the town. The council wants all of the venders bring in their fees for booth rentals and the food trucks with their applications to the town. 
Staff Reports: - Justin Hooper –We have the irrigation on at the cemetery, the town hall and the park. Dave and I were able to get the sod laid at the cemetery so we can get ready for Memorial Day. Dave Hendricksen- Nothing, Brian Preece –Absent. Karen Mair –I have a meeting with MAG to get the new boundary map done in order for the planning commission to approve. Brain is working on the policy we need to have in place. We were hoping to have it ready for this month’s planning commission meeting but we ran into a few glitches. We should be ready for Junes meeting where there will be a public hearing for that. After the planning commission makes their recommendation it will come to the town for another public hearing where is will be approved or denied. Darrel Nish – We are meeting with the Steeles again Monday. Marc Mair - Nothing. Scott Solum – Nothing, Jim Brown-Nothing, Mayor Kozlowski – We are working with the sewer district on the easement for the sewer line.
Darrel Nish makes a motion to adjourn. Scott Solum seconds the motion
