Ordinance #2023-01 An Ordinance for the Town of Charleston, Utah Establishing General Standards and Requirements for the Vehicles and Traffic.

Ordinance #2023-02 is approved.

Public Hearing for Ordinance #2023-03. An Ordinance of the Charleston Town Council Vacating A Portion of the 3500 West Public Right-of-Way located at approximately 3150 South 3500 West, Charleston Utah.

The mayor indicates that all the land owners are here. All the requirements have been meet in order for this to proceed. The letters have been sent and all the required noticing has been done. The only letter we received back is from the Charleston Water District concerning the water line easement that is on that right of way. The mayor asks Brian if he has anything to say about this. He indicates that this is the formal way that we need to do this. We needed to write in the ordinance who the petitioners are which Karen has updated the ordinance to say who they are. The ordinance does say that we have taken care of all the utilities to their satisfaction. My recommendation would be that we hold the public hearing and if there is no real reason to not pass the ordinance, I feel we should pass it but we won’t act on it until the Water district records their portion. We will also need to have the deeds drawn up for each individual parcel. 
The Mayor goes into the public hearing. 

Jana Brown-asks if the survey is going to be done by the town and is there a price for that? 

Brian states that we would have a surveyor do it and the cost would be added to the price of the sale. 

Jana asks if there will be markers. It is stated that the corners will be marked with rebar and caps as permanent markers. 
Doug Clements states that he would prefer that the corners be staked while they are doing it. It wouldn’t be that much more to have it done while they are in the process of the survey. 

Doug asks about the easement. Is it one they want to put in or is it already there. Brian states that it is already in place. 

Doug asks how soon this would take. Brian states that we can request to get started with the survey and the quit claim deeds right away. 

Dave Hendrickson states that he has already staked the water easement for the water district. 

Brian states that he has spoken with Alan and Devaughn and they agree that the water district should pay for the easement since it is their water easement. 

Doug asks is that to identify it and stake or to own it. Brian states that would be to identify it and stake it, they won’t own the land just the easement. There is a prescriptive right of way because it has been in the town for more than 20 years. 

To answer the question about the cost it would be about $12000.00 with all the associated cost of the survey and the cost of the land and a few other costs. Brian indicates that it is just under a $1.00 a square foot for the land. 

Jolene asks if the variable in cost would be the survey cost and the appraisal cost. 
The Mayor closes the public hearing and asks the board if there are any other questions. Darrel states that he feels that the corners should be marked to save any future issues.
Alan Brown is asked how many feet that the district needs for the easement. He states 20 feet. He also states that the water district will pay for the water easement survey.  

Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept ordinance #2023-03 with the following conditions. The Town will pay for the surveying of the property along with the location stakes and add the cost to the sale and divide it equally and that the deeds will not be transferred until the water district records the easement for the water line. Marc Mair seconds the motion
