Meeting called to order: 7:00 p.m. 

Pledge of Allegiance: Jim Brown
Opening Prayer: Brian Preece
Approval for Meeting Minutes for October 6, 2022– Mayor Kozlowski asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so, she will accept a motion.  Jim Brown makes a motion to approve the minutes for October 6, 2022. Marc Mair seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for October 2022 – Mayor Kozlowski asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for October 2022. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Marc Mair makes a motion to approve the financials for October 2022. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for October 2022.
Public Comment: None.
Cemetery Lot Sales and Transfer Policy- Marilee Maxfield was scheduled on the agenda. She was not here to present her concerns. We will schedule her for another time is she desires.
Wasatch County Health Department Ground Water Testing Facility- Tracy Richardson along with Dr. Neil Burton explain that the state has been doing ground water studies in the aquafer over the last 20 plus years.  We do not want to wait another 20 years so we have put together a ground water plan. This plan is based on 3 agendas. The first is a shotgun approach as to looking at the valley as a whole. The second is to develop a trances as to the way the water travels through the valley. And the third is to characterize what is happening in the shallow parts of the aquafer. 
With Charleston being the lowest part of the valley, we would like to drill a shallow well in order to monitor the interface of the shallow and the deep aquafer. We would like to ask what the perspective would be if we were to use a piece of Charleston land to drill that well. This is just a bore hole with 3 additional wells inside that monitor the different levels of the aquafer. 
Tracy explains with a handout how the system works and asks the Council if they would be open to allowing the health department to drill a monitoring well on one of the Towns properties. 

The Mayor indicates that she feels that this is something that is needed and will benefit the future of the water for everyone. Jim asks if the town would be liable for any upkeep on the system. Tracy indicates that it is the responsibility of the health department to take care of the maintenance of the system. Marc feels that the Town Hall would be the best place for this to be placed so that it would less likely for anyone to see it and mess with it. After a little more discussion, Marc Mair makes a motion to accept that the Wasatch County Health Department Water Drilling testing Facility with a contract to go forward with the testing well. Jim Browns seconds the motion. All in favor. Motion carries. 
Tracy indicates that he will get with the Towns attorney and go forward with the requirements. 

Wasatch County Arts Council RAP Tax- Pat Sweeney explains what the RAP Tax is and 
Pat Sweeney from the Art Council came to explain the rap tax that is on the ballot for the upcoming election. She explains that only 1 tenth of 1% of the tax which is divided up between all the surrounding towns. It is divided up according to population. A board is formed and then the monies will be decided on how the monies will be spent. This is something that will be used for trails, parks and to help increase the quality for life. 
Town Right of Way Disposition Request Located at Approximately 3150 South 3500 West-Land appraisal Option-

Brain indicates that Alan Giles is the only certified appraiser in the county. He has refused to do the appraisal along with the refusal in Heber. Alan did say that he would review any appraisal that the the town has done. The clerk spoke to the county appraiser and was informed that since it wasn’t a buildable lot or a commercial lot that the Council could come up with a comparable price and they could set a price. Brian feels that it would be a better option to get an appraisal just so that if this comes up at a later time somewhere else that the president is set and we can follow the same avenue so there isn’t any discrepancies or accusation of unfairness. Doug asks if we know who the original owners were and it was indicated by Brian that is has always been the town of Charleston’s and that it was set up when the town was mapped 100 years ago. They were set up as blocks. 

The Mayor feels that we should go forward with finding an appraiser and start the legal process. 

Brian states that he will get some information of some of the appraiser that South Jordan uses. 

The board is in agreement to move forward with this Disposition.

Pheasant Glen Subdivision Secondary Water Issue-

There are 3 issues that are required in order for the Pheasant Glen Subdivision to go forward. 1 is the ownership of the water and maintenance of the irrigation infrastructure. CUP doesn’t maintain lines that are used for irrigation use. 2- Who will own the irrigation shares and insure that those stay with the lot. 3- Sagebrush Water has been the traditional use. The issue is that there isn’t enough water with sagebrush to supply for the whole year. We would have to supplement with CUP water for part of the year for the agriculture use. CUP recommends that a HOA be formed to help with this and they recommended that we look at Lake Creek Estates and Cobble Stone in which they are the closest to the issue that we have on this particular subdivision. The HOA would take care of 2 of the issues that we have. The 3rd is the maintenance of the lines which would be on the HOA. The CUP strongly suggested that we include language that if Charleston adopted a district into the area that the HOA relinquish their right to the town for maintenance purpose. 
We have been working with Alan to convert the sagebrush into M&I shares. Since there is not enough sagebrush 

Wes and Brain explain that the infrastructure can be started before the plat is recorded there just has to be a bond put up that insures that the town is not responsible for anything that is sold or done before the plat is recorded.  Wes is fine with them going forward with the infrastructure as long as the plat is not recorded without the town being satisfied with the water issues. Wes indicates that there is a line on 189 that they would have to hook into but it would have to be serviced by the Pheasant Glen HOA. Wes states that Pheasant Glen needs to work on some reasonable proposals and if they can get something in place then the town would feel comfortable going ahead with letting them start the infrastructure. After several minutes of discussion, the council decides to give Pheasant Glen sometime to get everything in order and bring it back to a later time. 
Jim Brown makes a motion giving permission for Pheasant Glen to move forward and bring back their proposal with all requirements being met. Marc Mair seconds the motion. A roll call vote was cast. Results as follows:
