    Regular Meeting Minutes
 
Town Council Members Present:  Mayor Brenda Christensen- Presiding, Darrel Nish-, Scott Solum-, Jim Brown-, Marc Mair.

Opening Prayer: Scott Solum
Approval for Meeting Minutes for January 5, 2023– Mayor Christensen asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so, she will accept a motion.  Darrel Nish makes a motion to approve the minutes for January 5, 2023. Jim Brown seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written.
Financials for January 2023 – Mayor Christensen asks the council if they had all reviewed the financials for January 2023. With no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Scott Solum makes a motion to approve the financials for January 2023. Marc Mair seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials are approved for January 2023.
Public Comment: None. 
Possible Replacement of the GMC Plow Truck and the Ford 550 Plow Truck-
Mayor Christensen states that we have been having a lot of mechanical issues this year with two of the trucks. We knew that we were going to have to replace them eventually. We were hoping that we wouldn’t have to do it at the same time.  We don’t have the money in the budget to replace them both this year. We feel that the big truck, the GMC is the one that need to be replaced first. Justin has been looking for some but this time of year there are very few available considering the winter we are having. 

What I would like to do tonight is have a discussion on this and have the board set an amount aside so that if Justin finds a truck that he can go and look at it and make the decision to purchase it and not have to wait until the next council meeting for approval. The mayor states that we have $88,000.00 in the budget in the street and vehicle fund. 

Marc asks if he can make a suggestion. He indicates that the school district runs salters in two trucks. They are gas operated and are run by remote. You can remove them if you need the dump bed for burials. Most times you don’t need the big truck. This winter has been exceptional. If this is something that the council would like to consider you wouldn’t need three trucks you would only need another truck like the dodge and get the removable sanders. Jim feels this is something to look into and see if the cost is something that is more affordable with the purchase of another truck. Scott feels that this is something to consider as well. Marc states that he will find out where they purchase the sanders and see if this is something that would work for the Town. 
The mayor feels that the best option would be to replace the larger truck and look into getting a sander for another truck like the Dodge that could be used for other things in the town. 

Justin has been watching the sites and keeping an eye out for one. The problem is that when he finds one they do go fast. We usually don’t have the time to wait for the council to review and approve one because they sell pretty fast. The mayor would like the council to approve an amount and have a council member go with Justin and if they feel that it is a good option then they could purchase it so that we don’t miss another good truck. Scott Solum makes a motion that Marc and Justin look at a truck and that if they find it to be appropriate that they purchase the truck within the price range $65000.00 and that the mayor can make the final decision. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. All in favor. Motion carries. 
Discussion on the Future Development of the Designated Commercial Property along HWY 189 between 2400 South and 3000 South Charleston Utah-

Darrel states that he has 5 points that he would like to address. 1- Will we be happy with what develops and are we going to be glad that we did what we did when out there once it is developed. I don’t know what control we will have out there once it develops. It seems that the control comes from the annexation property agreement. 2nd is it the role of the town to run interference on sewer and water on behalf of the developer and the land owners. According to the State of Utah that is not outlined as any type of responsibility that the town councils have in the state. I feel that it is unfair to the rest of the residents that we spend a lot of our time doing that. Would we be better off doing what a town council does which is reviewing the developer proposals, handling the annexations and having our say during that part of the process rather than being out there bird dogging other aspects of commercial. Are we prepared as town council members prepared to spend more personal time working on this in the current methodology we are using going forward. I feel that we should limit our involvement to doing what a town is supposed to do. That would be let the land owners do their thing and the developers do their thing and come to the town and request from the council whatever it is they are seeking and have the council have their say at that time. 
The mayor feels that these are good valid points. She feels that they get so involved in trying to help people and our citizens that over indulge in what they are doing trying to help them. The mayor agrees with Darrel and that the councils needs to pull back and let the land owners and developers bring their concerns and ideas to the council and go forward from that point. 
Brian states that this is a policy direction. The general plan indicates that is where they have plans for commercial. It doesn’t indicate when. There is not an active annexation petition that is in question. He is not sure where they are at in the agreement with Heber City and states that it may be something they contact the towns attorney. The mayor indicates that they have talked about the agreement and feels that it will stay active. She states that they have a 20 year lease on that agreement. Brian states that until the land is petitioned to be annexed we don’t have a say in what they do. Once they come and want to be annexed and as long as they meet the zoning ordinance they can have a say in what is developed in that area. 
Staff Reports: -   Justin Hooper –nothing.  Dave Hendricksen- nothing, Brian Preece – The planning commission met last month. We didn’t have anything active but we felt that it was time to get together and do some training and elect a chair and vice chair. Don Sant was elected to be chair and Steve Hull was elected as vice chair. Karen Mair – We are still waiting on the audit. I have been in touch with the auditors and when they let me know I will get that out to you.  Darrel Nish –States that they should get a meeting together soon to start getting the Pioneer Day started. He feels that sponsors and advertising and things of that nature need to happen as soon as possible. Marc Mair - The Interlocal hasn’t held any meetings. I will keep you informed as to any developments. Scott Solum - Wants to know how much he can spend on a band.  Jim Brown-nothing. Mayor Christensen- Indicates that we have hired a part time helper that can help fill with the snow plowing and a few other areas that may need help. In the cemetery, we have a burial that we are trying to get to. We have not been able to get there to dig the whole. Dave has been working tirelessly on getting to the grave. Dave has finally been able to locate the headstone and hopefully we will be able to get this burial done. We would also like to congratulate Dave on 27 years of being a town employee. Dave has always been here to support and help take care of the town and we are so grateful for his dedicated service. 
Marc Mair makes a motion to adjourn. Jim Brown seconds the motion
