Approval for Meeting Minutes for September 7, 2023– Mayor Christensen asks if all the members have had a chance to read through the minutes and if so, she will accept a motion. Proposition 9 
Clair Provost from The Wasatch County EMS and Eric Hales from The Wasatch County Fire Department came to the town council to explain what they felt would be a good thing from the Proposition 9 tax. This tax would benefit EMS by allowing them to hire more full-time staff and help build more facilities that would help increase response time to anyone that needs help. They feel that this tax is a minimal increase that would not increase the tax that the community is already paying by increasing it at .50 percent. This tax would mostly affect the visiting tourists that are here to buy our goods and services. They feel that this is what is the biggest impact on our valley. The EMS is asking for all voters to vote for this small percentage to help with the future needs of the valley. They did include a pamphlet that helps explain in more detail how this would benefit the valley. This will be included in the documented meeting journal. 
Requested Agreement from Utah Broadband to install a Utility Service Box at the Town Park-

Utah Broadband is asking the Town of Charleston along with the Charleston Water Conservancy for permission to put in a fiber hut for the fiber they will need to bring the upgraded internet services to the town residents. 
They feel that putting this next to the pumphouse at the park is safer than putting it in the towns right of way. They feel that it would be less likely to be buried in the snow and being hit by a car. It would also be more easily accessible in this location for power. The council informs them that the power is sourced by the water district, and they would need their permission to hook to that. The council agrees that they could use the park in turn for UBB to supply the Town offices and the Town Park with free internet. The council is in favor of the use of the park and states that UBB can go forward in preparing a contract for the council’s review. 
Resolution 2023-06 Cancellation of the 2023 Candidacy Election. 

The mayor stated that since there are two council seats open and there are only two qualified candidates running that there is no need to hold an election this year. Therefor Jim Brown and Donald Sant will automatically take their positions for a four-year term as council members beginning in January 2024. To do this, we need to pass a resolution stating this decision. A roll call vote was cast. Results are as follows:

Fraud Risk Assessment

This is something that is required every year, and it shows what our fraud risk is. There is a questionnaire that we go through, and we are ranked by points. We are in the low to moderate risk rate. 
Re-Evaluation of the pasture lease. 

The mayor indicates that the pasture was reseeded, and that hay was grown instead of pasturing animals. She asks the council what they feel about this. After some discussion the councils feel that this is something that can be approved if it is not for monetary gain. If the pasture is maintained and cut and is only being used for the use of feeding animals, they feel this can be added to the list of approved uses for the pasture lease. Scott Solum makes the motion to add growing hay that will be used for the consumption of animals and not for monetary gain as a approved use to the lease agreement. Jim Brown seconds the motion. All in favor. Motion carries. 
Christmas Party Date- Darrel and Scott state that it is still too early to order food for the Christmas party. We have Santa and Mrs. Claus in place that will arrive after the dinner is served. There will be more information on the food in the November meeting. 
Staff Reports: – Justin Hooper –We put in 13 no parking signs in the areas that have been an issue. The sprinklers will be blown out this month. We have also winterized the park and have closed it down for the season. Dave Hendricksen- We haven’t had any new burials. There have been a few headstones put in. Brian Preece-Stated that the state changed the voting for meetings. Now all votes need to be roll call votes. They want to see how each council member votes. Any resolution or ordinances of that nature must be roll call. In the meetings it can still be voting like normal.  Karen Mair –nothing, Marc Mair-nothing. Darrel Nish –nothing. Scott Solum- Jim Brown- nothing. Mayor Christensen- We finally put in the no parking signs and the sheriff’s office has sent down an officer to help monitor the drop off and pick up traffic. The only thing is that after they told us we needed an ordinance to be able to ticket offenders, they are now telling me that they cannot ticket offenders because it is a non-ticketing offense. I do have the town’s attorney reviewing this so we can figure out our next option to help control the problem.
