It is hereby resolved that the governing body of Charleston Town approves the following property tax rate(s) and revenue(s) for the tax year of 2023-24. General Operations Revenue is $228,785.00 & Tax Rate is .001087
The Mayor explains that this is something we have to do yearly. She explains that there will not be any tax raise this year. We are required to adopt the rate set by Wasatch County. The tax rate this year is 0.001087. It is adjusted for the equalization law.
