Call to Order:  The Meeting called to order at 7:10 p.m.

Swearing in of New Planning Commission Member 1st Alternate Cory Jones- The clerk stands and asks Cory Jones to stand, raise his right hand and repeat the oath of office. Cory is explained he can sit at the table and participate but will not need to vote tonight since all 5 members are present. 
Meeting Minutes:  Review of minutes, Mignon Probst makes a motion to approve the minutes, Elizabeth Shoemaker seconds the motion, voting is unanimous. The minutes are approved as written. 
Business License Applicant for Eter Investments- Scott Enos calls upon Eric Higginson, Brian Preece explains that under the new legislature this is one of those business that is not required to obtain a license but for his personal reason wants one and turns the time to Eric to explain about his business. Eric states that it is a small snack delivery business and the only thing they will have at the house will be a break room and have some deliveries arriving at his house. It is agreed that after Eric provides the town with a written description of what his business will entail and an affidavit stating he will stay within those parameters and a check for the license fee he will be issued a business license. Stephen Hull makes a motion to amend the approval of the business license after these requirements have been met. Mignon seconds the amended motion.
Brian Preece explains that he was not clear in his email to the clerk and there was some confusion and the second application on the agenda did not have to go through the planning commission so that item is stuck from the agenda.

Ordinance Review Discussion- Brian Preece explains that in the ordinance states that the subdivision plat needs to be recorded in 30 days of approval and then in another section it says that you cannot record it until all the improvements are in, and so it really isn’t possible to get it recorded within 30 days. Mr. Preece states he will work on the ordinance and bring some revisions to the commission at a later meeting. The board then asks to about the business license application and if it can be revised to include what information they feel is needed. Mr. Preece states he will also put together a better application and affidavit that should be required by applicants to fill out also, and he will bring them to a future meeting as well.

Mr. Preece explains what will be coming before them in the next meeting. John Miller who is represented by Mel McQuarrie, has a subdivision that he is wanting to amend to include another lot in exchange for abandoning the previously approved road and then making it a private road which would be the responsibility of the subdivision to maintain rather than the town.
Scott Enos makes a motion to adjourn, Elizabeth seconds the motion.
