Agenda Amendment:

Stephen Hull makes a motion to amend the Agenda to include the approval of last month’s meeting minutes, motion is seconded. Voting is unanimous.

Approval of Meeting Minutes: Mignon Probst makes a motion to approve the minutes from the last minute, Cory Jones seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.
Single Lot Subdivision Application of the Baum Property by Suzanne Russell
Suzanne Russell state that she has gone through the checklist and followed the process and indicates that they have met all the requirements and now presents it to the planning commission for their approval. Stephen Hull asks about the public hearing process and Brian Preece state we have schedule the public hearing to be held at the town board meeting so that all of the process will be complete. Mignon Probst makes a motion to recommend to the town board to approve the single lot subdivision for the Baum property. Cory Jones seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The application goes before the board at the next town board meeting.
Christensen Subdivision Amendment by Mel McQuarrie on behalf of John & Linda Miller  Referring back to his notes from the last meeting, Scott Enos states they wanted to see the CCR’s before it moves on, and the CCR’s Mel presented looks a lot like the one from the prior subdivision a couple months ago. Mel states yes they took the majority from the example that they were provided with some slight changes. Stephen Hull asks when or how will these be recorded. Brian Preece states they will simultaneously be recorded with the plat so Mel will need to add a signature page or cover page that will allow it to be recorded at the same time. Stephen Hull makes a motion to recommend to the town board that they approve the Christensen subdivision amendment with the condition that the CCR’s be turned in to a executed and recordable document that will be recorded immediately following the plat, and that the street will be accepted as shown on the plat as a non-confirming road. Mignon seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The application goes before the board at the next town board meeting and will also have a public hearing that night as well.

Written Policy for items getting on the Agenda Brian Preece states that at the present time we don’t have a written policy which makes it a little chaotic when people show up and want on the agenda and where we meet only once a month, without a policy it’s hard to say no you have to wait until our next agenda. Brian Preece states that he will draft up a policy and we will have it on the next month’s agenda to discuss and possibly approve.
Legislation Updates Brian Preece states that a few items he was worried might pass, but never did. But there are a couple items that affect us and we will need to make appropriate changes. The single lot subdivision that we did tonight, we really don’t have a process for that type of item and to make them go through the entire process is not right. Also some of our ordinances are conflicting in the processes and Brian Preece suggests he will draft up some changing and present them to the commission and one of the next meetings.
Scott Enos makes a motion to adjourn, Mignon seconds the motion.
