Meeting Minutes for March 2018: Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to accept the minute from last month, Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are accepted as written.
Financials for March 2018: Brent Broadhead makes a motion to accept the financials for March, Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Financials for March are accepted.
Public Comment: No comment:
Baum Single Lot Subdivision Application: Suzanne Russell states that she has presented the application and all documents to the planning commission and has met all requirements. Brian Preece explains that this lot was divided years ago and just had never gone through the proper procedure to make it official. Mayor Kozlowski opens it up to a public hearing.

Public Hearing: No Comments from the public, Mayor Kozlowski closes the public hearing and takes the item to the board.

Road Abandonment & Christensen Subdivision Amendment: Brian Preece explains that when the subdivision was originally done there was some additional property that they wanted to annex into the town and the town would do it because they wanted to divide it into about 28 lots. Then the property changed hand and now the Millers bought it and we have recently annexed the additional property into the town. Currently it is a 3 lot subdivision with a public road. The Millers propose that they abandon the public road and make it a private road that they will be responsible to maintain in exchange they are allowed to add an additional lot to the subdivision. Brian explains that the road will be a non-conforming road until they decide to develop the property further and re-route the road. The board asks how many homes will be allowed in this subdivision and Mel McQuarrie explains only 4 that includes the Millers current home. Mayor Kozlowski opens it into the public hearing for the road abandonment.
Public Hearing for the Abandonment of Eiger Drive: Ron Chesley asks what Mr. Miller’s plans are. He is wondering if they trying to get this set up for a big development or what because he is concerned for the value of his property. Mel McQuarrie states no he is just wanting to get thing in place for maybe his children after he is gone and realign things with his house, he hasn’t planned to do anything at this time. Mr. Chesley asks so what is stopping him from changing his mind and developing it now after this goes through. Brian Preece states that if he does decide it all has to come through the town before it is permitted. Vaughn Rasband states he thinks he understands one of Ron Chesley’s concerns, if they do decide to build it out then the current road won’t with stand all of the heavy construction equipment and trucks. Mayor Kozlowski closes the public hearing and takes the discussion back to the board.
Mike Smith makes a motion that the board grant the abandonment of Eiger drive as present by Mel McQuarrie, Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:

Christensen Subdivision Amendment: Brian Preece states that by state law, if all of the owners in the subdivision sign the petition to amend, and in the case there is only one, then we are not required to hold a public hearing to amend the subdivision. The Christensen Subdivision amendment is granted.

Fee Schedule Review & Revision: Mayor Kozlowski states that the clerk has left a list of prices she feels needs adjusted, included, or changed. The cemetery prices were just recently updated so we shouldn’t need to change those fees. The clerk has requested that we include in our ordinances that the fees also include legal fee, engineering, as well as expenses such as postage and mailing cost for public hearings etc. Business licenses, the commercial licenses should be higher since they are required to have a fire inspection each year before renewal. Fees cannot be more that what it cost to do the licensing for a reasonable amount should be set. Brain Preece states that we should make sure if we bill them out for expenses we write in the ordinances that the plat will not be recorded until all expenses be paid in full. The board reviewed the current fee schedule and adjusted them accordingly to the estimated costs plus expenses if applicable. The clerk will type up the list and forward them to the planner for his review and adopt the new schedule with a resolution.
Town Clean-up days Schedule:  Mayor Kozlowski asks for the board suggestions as far as dumpster and the cleanup day. After much discussion about the cost of dumpsters and all of the separation issues and time consuming ideas of possibly driving around picking up resident’s trash or junk they wanted to discard the board suggests canceling the dumpster cleanup plan. Mike Smith makes a motion to drop the town cleanup dumpster. Vaughn seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous and the spring dumpster cleanup project is canceled.
Staff Reports: Brent Broadhead - asks about the Mowers property and if they have passed the perk test, Brian Preece states that yes they have all been signed off on by the county health department. Mike Smith - No reports. Vaughn Rasband – No reports. Darrel Nish - Nothing but Mike Smith asks about Winterton road and all the construction is there any way to restrict the construction trucks and where they enter and exit. Brian Preece – states that the one lot in Winterton Farms is going to drive him crazy, the variance that the board of adjustment gave the years ago has deterred buyers and has been keeping him busy. Brenda Kozlowski – Scott Keller will be our second alternate on the planning commission. She is also working on the budget so if there is any projects let her know. There was a complaint that Kimball Strickland was living in a trailer at the house he is remodeling so she is dealing with that and required him to either move in the house or put up the $2500 bond. Brian Preece suggests talking with Mark Smedley on the issue if it doesn’t get resolved quickly. She asks that our meetings are getting longer and do we want to think about meeting twice a month or stick to the late hour it is completely up to you. It is agreed that one meeting a month is good and we will deal with the longer meetings. She also asks who has keys to the buildings and the park building and shop buildings. A list is made of who has what keys, just for a security measure in case anything happened that is the first thing we would get asked and we need to have the knowledge in our possession. 

Brent Broadhead makes a motion to adjourn, Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
