Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Pledge of Allegiance: Mike Smith
Opening Prayer: Brent Broadhead
Meeting Minutes for April 2018: Mike Smith makes a motion to accept the meeting minute, Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The minutes are accepted as written.

Financials for April 2018: Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to accept the April financials, Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The financials are approved.
Mayor Kozlowski explains that we need to amend the agenda to accommodate Jeff Whiteley who has another engagement that he has to be to and asks for a motion. Mike Smith makes a motion to amend the agenda. Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Agenda is amended.

Concerts in the Park – Jeff Whiteley introduces himself and explains why he has started this non-profit event. They are not asking for money, Jeff states that the legislature has set aside funds for these events but not everyone is aware of it. Jeff is looking only for a commitment to provide the audience and allow them to use the park. They like to celebrate the states talented musicians. They guarantee the entertainment to be family friend and of high quality or standards. The council agrees to discuss it, and if they find it will be a beneficial event they will decide on a date to have a trial concert and notify Mr. Whiteley. 
Public Comment: Ron Winterton from Roosevelt introduces himself and states he is running for State Senate and just wanted to get familiar with the town and voters. He is currently Duchesne county commissioner and wants to make a difference. 

Memorial Day Donation – Adaire Willoughby is looking for a donation to help maintain Memorial Hill and the annual celebration. Mayor Kozlowski states in the past she believe we have donated about $300 and feels we should continue with the same donation. Mike Smith makes a motion to make a $300 donation to memorial hill maintenance and annual celebration. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.  The donation will be given.

Soldier Hollow Charter School Signs & Cross Walks - Morgan Murdock the schools new principal wants to address the council and see if we can’t get some more signs and cross walks for the children’s safety. They are wanting a warning sign with a 20 mph sign as well as a flashing light. He realizes there are standard regulations. Mr. Murdock explains there current pick-up and drop off system now with the picture he has brought and displayed. Mayor Kozlowski suggests that we review what we can do with the town engineer and have him some meet with him and make his recommendation and a cost estimate.
Proposed 2nd Alternate for the Planning Commission Scott Keller – Mayor Kozlowski states that she has asked Scott Keller to be the second alternate on the Planning Commission and asks for the council’s approval. Brent Broadhead makes a motion to accept Scott Keller as the 2nd alternate on the Planning Commission. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Motion carries.

Oswald Petition to Annex into Charleston- Tyler Dow explains that he has an agreement with the Oswald’s to purchase the property in the future. Mayor Kozlowski brings to attention of Mr. Dow and the council, a discrepancy of acreage on the tax records and other documents. Mr. Dow states it is just a typing error and it is 12.4 acres as proposed. After some discussion on unrelated a subject, Tyler Dow states that after reviewing the possible annexation map this property falls within those boundaries and would like the council to consider the annexation. Vaughn Rasband asks what possible uses or ideas do you have for the property. Mr. Dow states he has been in contact with Brian Preece discussing the best possible options and they intend to stick with the best options that is within the town ordinances and be the best benefit to the town if possible. After further discussion Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the petition for annexation to move forward. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:

Budget Amendment Discussion for Current Year- Mayor Kozlowski explains the changes in the budget are to reflect the actual budget. The estimated budget that was done at the first of the fiscal year was only a guess at what we thought it would be, now our job is to adjust it to reflect closer to what the actual budget will be at the year end and this was the Mayor and clerks calculations. The mayor asks that everyone review it and at our next meeting which will be a public hearing for the amended budget as well as the new budget, report of any changes or adjustments that you feel are necessary. 
Tentative Budget for The Fiscal Year 2019 – Mayor Kozlowski states she had a hard time trying to figure this out and make sure that we account for any expenditure that the town might have during the next year as well as what income might be brought in. She explains how she came up with the numbers listed on the budget report. After some discussion Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to accept the tentative budget for 2019. Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Brent Broadhead makes a motion to adopt the tentative budget. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
Staff Reports: Brent Broadhead nothing to report. Mike Smith reports that he has been reviewing the roads and there is a lot of pot holes that need repaired before we can resurface them. Charleston lane is one of the worst ones. He reminds the council that we have a real problem with our roads. He states that Mr. Winterton is scheduled for the 4th of July firework display. Vaughn Rasband states that we need to check with Brian Preece on the inspection status on one of the homes under construction that has been exposed to the elements and we don’t want to put the town at risk with this type of thing. Darrel Nish- nothing at this time. Arlene Buehler- nothing at this time. Dave Hendricksen- reports that he has been overseeing the road alignment and it is being done “top-notch”. Centurylink is going to be doing some boring and putting in new lines. He also reports that he has gotten quote for crack sealing and pot hole patching. He has also put up the signs for Winterton road up at both ends of the street. After more discussion on the road repairs. Vaughn Rasband makes a motion to adjourn, Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
