Pledge of Allegiance: Mayor Kozlowski
Opening Prayer: Darrel Nish
Meeting Minutes for October 2018: Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the minutes for October 2018, Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Minutes are approved as written.
Financials for October 2018: Mike Smith makes a motion to accept the Financials for October 2018, Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. The Financials for October 2018 are approved.
Public Comment: None
Soldier Hollow School Sign Proposal- Morgan Murdock thanks the council for allowing the school to use the parking lot for their trunk or treat the day before, they had a very successful event. Mr. Morgan states that he had finally met in person with Wes Johnson and one of the student’s parents about the proposed signs that he had previously discussed and it was very informative and helpful. Mr. Morgan also states he wanted to utilize existing sign post that are already standing to hold down some of the cost. Wes Johnson states that there is a state issued handbook that shows all the many different layouts for schools and zones. And the diagram that he has seen seems to be taken directly from this book. Wes Johnson also states that by making the speed limit 20 mph 24\7 would save the expense of flashing lights and crossing guards. One of the ways they determine what signs are required in each zone is how many students cross the roads at certain times of the day on a regular basis. After much discussion it is recommended that we get the advice of our town attorney before we commit or agree to anything. Morgan Murdock states for the time being he has his teachers out acting as crossing guards both in the morning and afternoon at his request. Brian Preece states again that we really need to get the advice of Mark Smedley because to Brian’s knowledge Charter schools are handled differently than regular schools. Mayor Kozlowski states that we have acquired two bids for the signs that the school had proposed and at our last meeting Scott Paul agreed to donate towards the signs a total of $500 and he would also try to get further donations from other parents and organizations. Wes Johnson states that maybe we could go through the county and get the signs at a much cheaper cost where they can buy them in bulk. Mayor Kozlowski asks if Wes Johnson and he agrees to check into the cost through the county. Mike Smith makes a motion to table this item until next month while we seek the advice of the legal counsel. Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. 
Soldier Hollow School Rental Schedule Proposal- Morgan Murdock states that he sent a letter to the clerk the day before  with a proposal  and he explains he proposes a possible discounted rate for the school so they could use the town hall for gym classes and other events. The proposed to use the town hall approximately 3 days a week. Tuesday’s and Thursday’s for one hour from 2-3 pm and Friday mornings 8:45 to 11:15 for 2 ½ hours. The school can’t afford to pay $50 for each day and propose that we charge them $10 per hour. In return for this lower rate the pledge to sweep the gym after each use and make sure the facility is left clean. He also states they would like to empty garbage cans, clean up the grounds, painting or any service project that the town council may have. Brent Broadhead is worried about the supervision. Mr. Morgan states there will always be a teacher with the students. It is asked what about when we have a wedding or event that needs the building, and Mr. Morgan states that he understands and we could bump the school for those types of things and they will be happy to make other arrangements. After a short discussion the Mayor asks for a motion. Mike Smith makes motion to allow the Soldier Hollow Charter School to use the town hall at the proposed $10 rate with the provisions discussed. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:

Premises Occupation Ordinance Report on Prior Findings- Arlene Buehler states that after going through both the town council meeting minutes and planning commission minutes there was no documentation kept to provide the council as to what was discussed previously when the planning commission was working on the ordinance when the previous Mayor made his changes to their final recommendation. She also states that since Vaughn Rasband was not in attendance she recommends that we table this until he returns. Brent Broadhead makes a motion to table the item until Vaughn Rasband returns. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. Item will be tables until January 2019.
Town Christmas Party- Mayor Kozlowski asks the entertainment committee how the planning of the party was coming along?  Mike Smith states the food is all ordered and arrangements are all being made. Darrel will bring the ranch dressing and treats along with some coolers to pack the food in to keep it warm and or cool. It is suggested to ask the planning commission to help with the party. It is scheduled for 6:00 pm December 3rd,  2018.
Officials Thank You Dinner (January) – Mayor Kozlowski states she just indicated January since that is when we have had it in the past. She asks the council to decide where they want to have it and when. Darrel Nish and Mike Smith state they will check into a few places and let the council know what the options are.

Highest Bids on the Surplus Picnic Tables - Mayor Kozlowski opens the four bids one at a time and determines the highest bid is Brent Broadhead’s bid for all three tables. Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the highest bid of $93 for all three tables. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous.
Employee Bonuses and Pay Raises – Mayor Kozlowski explains that each year the council usually gives each employee a Christmas of $400 each, do we want to continue this tradition. It is agreed to continue and Mike Smith makes a motion to spend out of the budget, the money for the Christmas bonuses. Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. 
Mayor Kozlowski states that government is giving the social security a 3% raise and she thinks we should give the same 3% to the town employees. Darrel Nish asks the Mayor to clarify. Mayor Kozlowski states it is a cost of living raise. It is agreed that this should be passed along to the town employee’s. Brent Broadhead makes a motion to follow the guidelines of what the government has spoken and pass the cost of living raise on to the employees. Darrel Nish seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous. A cost of living raise is granted to all town employees

Staff Reports: Dave Hendricksen- reports the town is ready for the winter months and things are busy at the cemetery. Brian Preece – reports that its winter time and everyone is wanting to build so things are picking up for him. Arlene Buehler – Reports that she has been busy getting all of the requested reports in to the state. And tries to keep up with all of the new requests that come in every day. Darrel Nish- Nothing more than previously discussed. Mike Smith reports that he has gone around on the roads it looks like the patches are holding at least for now. Brent Broadhead – Nothing Mayor Kozlowski- Reports that Horrocks Engineering has sent us all invitations to an open house and hands out tickets to everyone. Also the sewer she is still looking into it, Kelleen has stated she will look into it if the has the capacity and it does, so she will be in touch. The CBDG fund or grants we do not qualify so that isn’t an option to help with the road. Mayor Kozlowski states we are going to have to raise taxes no matter what to get these roads repairs and maintain them. Brent Broadhead makes a motion to adjourn, Darrel Nish seconds the motion.
