Opening Prayer: Darrel Nish
Meeting Minutes for February 2019: Vaughn Rasband makes a motion at accept the minutes for February 2019. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous and the minutes for February 2019 are accepted as written.
Financials for February 2019: The clerk provides a copy of the budget audit required by the state to all members and explains the transfer of fund from the general account to the capital projects fund is to balance the general fund to be with in the allowed percentage as warranted by one of the items that needed addressed from the audit. Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the financials for February 2019. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous, the financials are approved for February 2019.
Public Comment: None
Resolution 2019-03 Providing For The Creation Of A Local Building Authority, Authorizing Official Action, and Providing an Effective Date- Mayor Kozlowski explains that we need to create this to help us apply for the grant or funding for the repairs on Winterton Road and Marc Edminster a financial advisor for towns and cities along with his secretary are here to help us with this. Marc Edminster states that the Local Building Authority that we are creating is just a separate entity to apply for the funding and issue the bonds to the construction company to get the construction done, it is basically a go between type of entity or group and it is made up of the council members. He gives an example and states the council members will just be wearing two different hats. First the council members will adopt a resolution for the creation of the Local Building Authority and then change hats and as the Local Building Authority, adopt a resolution allowing the process to go forward and issue the bonds etc. Then there will be some additional steps such as making some public hearing notices and a waiting period for the public to contest it. Marc Edminster states that even with the short notice and time frame we did get an application into with the CIB just in time for consideration this funding term and even though it need a little work we are scheduled to be heard by the advisory board in May at their scheduled meeting. At this point they could either give us a grant or a loan with a 0% interest rate or a loan at 2.5 % interest which is still a great rate. It not very likely that they will give the town a grant but a loan at 2.5% is worst case scenario, and 20 year financing is probably stretching it since they don’t like to finance anything longer than whatever they are financing will last. Darrel Nish asks about the special assessment area and how it will work. Marc explains the process and answers other questions that the council has. After all of the questions are addressed the Mayor turns it over to Jeanette Johnson to go thru the resolution, bylaws and articles of incorporation. Jeanette explains the process of and how the signing and notarizing will take place if they all vote and it passes. She asks if everyone understands all three of the documents that they have provided to the council members and with no questions the Mayor calls for a motion. Mike Smith makes a motion to accept resolution 2019-03 the creation of the local building authority. Vaughn Rasband seconds the motion. Voting goes as follows:

Resolution 2019-03 The Creation of The Local Building Authority is approved.

With the help of Jeanette Johnson who is a notary, 2 copies of all 3 documents are sign by all members and clerk, leaving an original copy with the town of the documents signed for the towns records. 

Report on Premises Occupation Discussion by Planning Commission- Brian Preece states that at the planning commission meeting the members expressed their feelings that they had worked hard on the last revision that was approved prior and felt like since there had not been any applications for premises occupations under the new ordinance, they were confused or upset as to this request for repealing the premises occupations. And after much discussion, they were unanimously in favor of not approving the ordinance revision. Finally they came to the conclusion they wanted to table the item until they could meet with the town council members to get an explanation or better understanding as to the reasoning for this request. The Mayor discusses with the council members and they had several different opinions or arguments on both sides of this matter. Vaughn Rasband states that he specifically had spoken with one of the Planning Commission members and explained his position and why he would like to see that taken out of the ordinance so he knows they are well aware of the reasoning. He also stated that prior to this when they changed or did away with the conditional use permit he knows that this same person was the first to complain when there was a proposed business wanting to go up near their home and at that time that member wanted this item out of the ordinance. Mayor Kozlowski states that she will not be able to attend the Planning Commissions next meeting but asks the council members to attend and express her feelings to the Commission and discuss or explain to them the reasoning for the request and let her know what conclusion is made. It’s agreed upon.
Staff Reports: Dave Hendricksen –nothing. Brian Preece- He has already updated so nothing new. Arlene Buehler- nothing. Darrel Nish – nothing. Vaughn Rasband- nothing. Mayor Kozlowski- report the school safety sign agreement is once again in the school possession and waiting for approval. The sewer issue, she is waiting to hear from Mayor Potter. We had a call from channel 2 news media and we have had a parent go to the news channel and she has spoken with them and things should be ok going forward as far as she is aware. Mike Smith- for Animal Control, there is a deer with a broken leg roaming the area, they will notify DNR. Weed Board, reminds people to keep the banks and ditches cleared, here is another area we could impose fines if necessary. Roads, Mike states that he met with Wes Johnson and they determined the actual road length or mileage that we will be repairing with this upcoming funding. So both bids were both similar. Mayor Kozlowski informs everyone yes and that information has all been forwarded on to Marc Edminster for the CIB application. Brent Broadhead- nothing. Mayor Kozlowski asks if there is anything else, and after no further issues she calls for a motion to go into executive session to discuss the character, professional competence or physical or mental health of an individual.
