Opening Prayer: Mike Smith
Approval for Meeting Minutes for May 2nd & May 15th, 2019: Brent Broadhead makes a motion at accept the minutes for both meetings. Mike Smith seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous and the minutes for both May 2nd and May 15th, 2019 are approved as written.
Financials for May 2019: Darrel Nish makes a motion to accept the financials for May 2019. Brent Broadhead seconds the motion. Voting is unanimous, the financials are approved for May 2019.
Public Comment: Bob Kowallis states that in the near future the town plans on rebuilding the Winterton Farms roads, he states it is fool hardy to go into debt not only as an individual but at a town as well. Bob Kowallis asks the town to look at rebuilding the road only to the stage that road base is put in and leave it at that stage until the community is built out. This would cut down the initial cost. Don Ford states he has been in the construction business for about 30 years doing the very same thing and he has to have the approval of someone after everything he does, he thinks the town should go to whom ever signed off on this road and ask them to put up some money to repair it. Vaughn Rasband responds the way he was told was not approved by the town but then it was accepted by the town. Mike Smith states not only didn’t the town sign off on it but the statute of limitations has ran out, the road was built almost twenty years ago. Discussion goes on about his suggestions and the council informs Mr. Ford of the options the town has and the research the council has done and the funding the town is trying to obtain is at the lowest rate possible. Mr. Ford also asks about raising the taxes 35 percent. Mike Smith explains that the town is planning on raising taxes about 50 percent since the town has not raised them for over 7 years or more but to clarify it is only raising the portion of tax that the town will receive not the entire tax assessment. The town only receives a small percentage of everyone’s property tax. Darrel Nish explains that if we did this project by piece milling it, year after year you would be paying setup and tear down fees over and over and in the long run it would almost double the cost to do the project. Bob Kowallis states his idea wasn’t to piece mill it but. Mike Smith interjects and states that Bob Kowallis had every chance to take care of this issue when he was Mayor but didn’t. Vaughn Rasband states we as a town, none of us chose this problem we can blame previous administrations but the point is we own the road and it needs to be fixed. More discussion goes on before Mayor Pro Tem states we need to move on to the agenda. 
Public Hearing for 2019 FY Amended Budget Mike Smith explains that when the budget was originally estimated we don’t ever really know for sure what our expenses are and we have some expenses that may be in the wrong expense account but the clerk is working on correcting that going forward. So when the council met on May 15th, 2019, we went through the budget line item by line item and have adjusted it to be in line with the current expense. Mayor Pro Tem Vaughn Rasband asks for public comment: Alan Brown asked what the current tax rate was at this time. Mike Smith states that rate is .000991 which brings the town about $76 thousand per year. Alan Brown then asks when the last increase was. Darrel Nish replies to his knowledge it was close to 15 years or back when Mayor Whiting was in office. No further questions or comments. Vaughn Rasband closed the public hearing.

Resolution # 2019-06 Interlocal Noxious Weed Agreement – Mike Smith states that he attended a county weed board meeting and got a lot of information about the noxious weeds in our area and he also learned about the “Noxious Weed Control Agreement” that the county offered and thought this would be very beneficial to Charleston to help maintain the weeds along the road sides and ditch banks in the area’s the town administration is responsible to keep up on. The agreement goes from April 1st thru October or November each year. He also was told that about a program the residents in the town could utilize, any resident with a minimum of 1 acre could go over to the county and apply for the chemicals needed. If any resident had any of these noxious weeds diagramed on the posters he has provided to the town, these residents could go to the county and ask for the correct chemicals to get rid of theses specific weeds. As a resident you would be required to photograph these weeds and prove what weeds you have and just where it is located so the county could track and make note of these noxious weeds in return for an allotment of chemical. After a short discussion Brent Broadhead makes a motion to accept or approve resolution # 2019-06 Interlocal agreement, noxious weed control for Charleston Town. Darrel Nish seconds the motion.
